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This Weekõs Adventures 

Nursery:  In Nursery this week we have been learning about nocturnal animals. We learnt about the habits and 
features of bats, hedgehogs, owls, foxes and badgers. We found out why they sleep during the day and come 
out at night. We discovered that they have amazing night vision and sense of smell so that they can hunt for 
their food in the dark and catch their prey unawares.  We also learnt that nighttime hunting makes it easier for 
them to hide from their own predators. We made lovely owl collages and created a ôsmall worldõ nighttime 
woodland for our toy hedgehog, owl and badger. We did lots of owl counting and made nocturnal animals out of 
play dough. We did not realise that the animal world was so busy whilst we are all tucked up in bed!  

Reception : In Reception, this weekõs topic was òAround the Worldó and the children learnt about their place in 
the world, about the four countries that form The United Kingdom and countries from a little further away.   We 
looked at characteristics, landmarks, food, music and customs. The children discussed similarities and 
differences between England and other countries and even had a go at learning the colours or how to count in 
Spanish, German and French. In Write Away, the children watched the òStickmanó animated movie and wrote 
words and sentences about the characters. The children impressed us with their beautiful letter formation. In 
Maths, we consolidated number five through games and practical activities and started looking at money.  

Year 1 : In English this week, Year 1 have been retelling the story of ôThe Way Back Homeõ. We are very 
impressed with how much quality writing the children have produced! In History, we have continued to learn 
about Nelson Mandela and the important legacy that he leaves behind. In art, we created textured paint by 
adding flour to paint to thicken it. We then used this paint to create our own picture of the moon. We are now 
starting to learn phase 5 phonics sounds. Daily practice videos will be added to your childõs Showbie account. 
This weekõs new sounds are: ay/oy.  

Year 2 : Year 2 have once again been busy! In English we have learnt how to write letters. We put this 
knowledge to good use by writing our own letters to warn neighbours of the cheeky animals that keep stealing 
Mr Grinlingõs lunch! In maths we are moving onto learning about 2D and 3D shapes, whilst in science we have 
been learning how to protect our planet by making recyclable materials into models. Some children had 
excellent ideas about reusing materials in their homework too! As historians we have looked at the amazing 
inventions from the Victorians and in art we have explored water colours with the aim of painting beautiful 
seascapes.  

Year 3: Year 3 have had another great week full of learning! In English, we have continued our learning on 
ôGeorgeõs Marvellous Medicineõ and have looked at what happened to Grandma after she tried Georgeõs 
concoction. We had fun acting out and drawing images of what happened to her and using lots of descriptive 
language. In maths we have finished our unit on addition and subtraction and have just begun to look at 
multiplication and division. In History, we had lots of fun learning more about hieroglyphics and even had a go 
at drawing our own. Well done to Woodpecker class for performing their class assembly this week ð all the Year 
3 staff are very proud of them!  

Year 4:  It has been another busy week for Year 4, we have continued focusing on our times tables in Maths and 
using them to multiply and divide. In English we drafted and published our own brochure for London, and 
created inspiring and engaging pieces of work that would bring anyone who read them to visit our wonderful 
city. We have continued to learn all about Ancient Greece and even made our own presentations with 
information that we had researched and collected. In Geography, we discussed what it would be like to live by 
a Volcano, if the benefits outweigh the positives and we ourselves would be happy to live by a Volcano.  

Year 5:  Another busy week, in Year 5, started with some great sentence work in writing ð our book by Carol 
Ann Duffy called ôThe Lost Happy Endingõ is enabling the generation of great vocabulary and description ð well 
done everyone.   In maths, we are focusing on equivalent fractions , mixed numbers, improper fractions and 
ordering and comparing fractions.   This has been challenging but we are rising to this and have seem some 
great partner talk and independent focus this week.   In art, we created animals just using black paint and fluid 
brush strokes - minimal strokes had some great results!  Lastly, another good week of music lessons; keep 
singing and learning the song words for ôYoung Voices 2024õ as we are beginning to sound good! 

Year 6 : This week we have been busily continuing our narrative based on 'The Arrival'. We thought about how 
the man would feel leaving his home for the last time and how it might feel to leave our family and not know 
when we were going to see them again. In maths, we have been focusing on long multiplication and applying 
our times tables knowledge to help us with this. We learnt about vascular and non -vascular plants and about 
how natural resources in the UK influence the different types of settlements. On Thursday, we were lucky that 
the weather was kind to us and we had an amazing trip to Kew Gardens. We learnt all about the rainforest and 
how some of the things we use everyday actually come from the rainforest. This built on our learning about 
natural resources.
