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  This Weekõs Adventures 

Nursery:  This week Nursery have been doing all things Christmassy. We worked very hard to practise our 
Christmas Concert and we did ourselves proud, the parents absolutely loved it and we were brilliant! In 
between that we have spent most of our time making beautiful Christmas crafts for our families and we made 
sure that it all sparkles and shimmers with extra glitter and sequins. We are also really looking forward to 
creeping back into Nursery on Friday evening dressed in our pyjamas with our teddy bears, to hear Christmas 
stories by candlelight, but shhhé. donõt tell anyone weõll be here, itõs a secret!    

Reception :  This week has been a fantastic one in Reception. Every adult has been extremely proud of the 
children for their fantastic performances in the Nativity. With only a couple of weeks of practice the children 
put on an amazing show, and we would like to say a big well done to all of them! We have also started the 
Christmas topic and the children have loved the vast number of creative activities. In Maths, the children learnt 
about weight and capacity through lots of games and practical activities.  

Year 1 :  This week Year 1 have been busy practising for their Nativity performances. They were amazing and 
we are so proud of them! In maths, we have been continuing to learn about 3D shapes and had a go at sorting 
them into groups. In English, we started to write our own stories about an alien that lives on the moon and 
described what they might get up to during the day.  

Year 2 :  As we wind down for the Christmas holidays, Year 2 have been applying this termõs learning whilst 
getting in the spirit! In maths we have used our shape and addition knowledge to make decorations and play 
board games whilst in English weõve been learning how to use imperative verbs to write instructions. As 
scientists and eco -warriors, weõve had a think about how to be environmentally friendly and sustainable over 
the Christmas period, asking questions such as:  how could we reduce, reuse and recycle our gifts, 
decorations and wrapping paper? What could we do on Christmas day that doesnõt use non-renewable energy? 
Happy Hannukah! In RE we learnt about this Jewish holiday and played with dreidels to celebrate. Weõre 
looking forward to seeing you at the Carol Concert on Tuesday!  

Year 3:  This week in Year 3 we continue using methods to multiply and divide in 2s, 4s and 8s, we can see the 
children developing in confidence in their dividing and multiplying skills. In English we have been practising 
how to write instruction texts inspired by the recipe from Georgeõs Marvellous Medicine. Children have enjoyed 
gathering effective adjectives, verbs, and onomatopoeia to draw readers in. As part of Human Rights Week, we 
have looked at different Human Rights Laws and unpicked pictures to draw out key messages. We have learnt 
about Christmas in Mexico in comparison to the UK discussing similarities and differences. Finally, Year 3 are 
enjoying rehearsing their Christmas carols ahead of their performances at St Lukeõs Church. Well done Year 3 
for your continued hard work.  

Year 4:   This week, Year 4 have been writing their independent journey narratives based on 'Moon Man' which 
has enabled them to showcase their skills learned throughout the unit. We have had a big push on inference 
skills in reading, inferring character feelings and emotions from pictures, film and written text. In Maths, we 
have reviewed our learning over the half term and are using our remaining sessions to plug gaps in our 
knowledge, and continued to practise our times tables. Elsewhere in the curriculum, we have had a focus 
thematic art, using layering and mixing techniques to create some lovely paintings inspired by 'The Great 
Wave', by Hokusai. We played games that improve our fielding skills, and continued to learn our songs for the 
Carol Concert. The children also completed post quizzes to show what they have learned over the half term. We 
are very much looking forward to next week's festive events.   

Year 5:  This week Year 5 have been busy writing their own balanced argument. Weõve had such great for and 
against points ð well done Year 5! In reaching, Year 5 have had a mixture of different text types ð progressing 
well in their comprehension skills. End of term tests are now all complete and we are happy with learning, 
progress and focus in class.   Lastly, our Year 5 London Sight seeing Tour was joyous! It was great to walk 
around central London, listen to a few facts, talk with peers and see such great buildings, squares and palaces! 
Thank you to all our parent helpers and thank you to our curious and enthusiastic Year5õs! 

Year 6 : This week we started to write letters to Prime Minister, Mr Sunak, explaining why we think the UK 
should do more to help refugees. We used the facts we found last week and made reference to the United 
Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC), choosing the rights we felt were most neglected for 
refugee children.  In maths, we have continued to focus on the long division method to ensure we are fluent 
before moving on to solving problems including those with remainders. In PSHE this week, we have been 
learning about Christmas in China and made sculptures of apples with Christmas written on them in Mandarin. 
We have also been developing our understanding of the UNCRC and thinking of ways we could ensure our 
rights, and the rights of all children, are being met in our community.
